The Saratoga County Airport Environmental Assessment was initiated in October of 2015. The Proposed
Action in the Draft Environmental Assessment (DEA) was discussed at the Saratoga County Buildings and
Grounds Committee meetings before the DEA was made available for public review and comment. Public
participation was conducted in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Advisory Circular
5050.4B.

Landowner Meetings

The DEA addresses proposed land easement and/or fee simple acquisitions and obstruction removal to
comply with FAA safety standards to maintain existing conditions. Landowners directly affected by the
proposed land easement/acquisition and obstruction removal projects were contacted via certified mail in
October 2015 regarding their interest and preferences for an informational meeting date and time.
Saratoga County and McFarland Johnson (MJ) conducted three (3) informational meetings with landowners
directly affected by the proposed land easement/acquisition and obstruction removal projects. Meetings
were held on January 11 and January 12, 2016 at the Saratoga County offices (see attached Press Release).
In addition to the January 11" and 12" meetings, the County and MJ met with other stakeholders on
January 7, 2016 and a landowner on January 27, 2016 to provide the informational meeting presentation.
The landowner meeting presentation is included in this Appendix.

During the February 20th, 2019 presentation, the large presentation
boards shown to the public were not the same as what is represented in Draft EA. | respectfully ask that
contrasting colors be used and any/all diagrams that reference mowing or airside pavement in the Final/Draft
EA are corrected and consistent across all EA documents. As it is currently presented it is not clear which
areas are PROPOSED AIRSIDE PAVEMENT and PROPOSED MOVING AREA. Please advise or comment.

3. In Appendix A - DMA BOs, PDF pages 56-60 the scanned maps throughout are illegible. Since these
diagrams are mentioned in the correspondences between FAA/USFWS, Thomas A. Speziale, Jr. (Saratoga

| want the FAA to know that as a US, NYS, County of Saratoga, and Town of Milton resident, | am opposed to the
destruction of nearly 77 acres of Karner Blue Butterfly habitat on the grounds of the Saratoga County NY airport. The
Karner Blue is a US endangered species which lives in this area feeding on a specialized diet of rare blue lupine. The
airport has been ordered to destroy (mow down) that essential diet ONLY after the Karner Blue have thrived through a
summer. It is mowed in October when the lupine no longer bloom, and it is mowed every year, so there is no second
growth, only the native grasses that surround and protect the lupines (and the butterflies) the next spring.

The County of Saratoga and the lessors of the airport property tell us that this habitat has to be destroyed to keep small
animals and birds from darting out of the plants and running across the runways of this small local airfield. Consultants
were not able, however, to document that this "danger to aviation" has resulted in any accidents with aircraft. They
admit that fencing around the airport is inadequate and are seeking funds to erect effective wildlife barriers. Without
these barriers, there will be wildlife running around the airport whether or not butterflies are there, and certainly the
butterflies themselves pose no threat to aviation.

Residents have been aware for some time that the airport would like to lengthen and widen the runways to allow more
aircraft to land and take off, and we are further aware that destruction of the Karner Blue habitat is another step toward
their goal.

Those who respect the designation of the Karner Blue as endangered, and therefore deserving of protection oppose any
attempt to kill off one of the rare habitats for this species. No attempt to encourage populations of this endangered
species in other areas of the county (even if successful) will make up for killing them in the Town of Milton where they
have been established for centuries.

Destruction of this habitat is illegal and no exception should be made.

Include my letter of opposition in both the Draft and the FInal Saratoga County Airport Environmental Assessment.

Saratoga County Airport Known Wildlife Strike History Summary

Wildlife strikes with aircraft have been occurring since the beginning of the aviation industry. The first
recorded strike with an aircraft was on September 7, 1905 when Oliver Wright struck a bird with his aircraft
during a flight over a cornfield near Dayton Ohio (Cleary et al., 2005). Today, with faster, lighter and
quieter aircraft with fewer engines, there is greater potential for damage as the result of a wildlife strike.
This coupled with increased air traffic, further encroachment into wildlife habitat, and rapid expansions in
certain wildlife populations, the risks associated with wildlife strikes have become more evident in recent
years. The highly publicized forced landing of US Airways Flight 1549 into the Hudson River on January
15, 2009 as the result of multiple strikes with geese brought new focus and attention by the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) and by the general public on aircraft wildlife strikes.

According to the FAA, a wildlife strike has occurred whenever:

A pilot reports striking one or more birds or other wildlife;

Aircraft maintenance personnel identify aircraft damage as having been caused by a wildlife strike;
Personnel on the ground report seeing an aircraft strike 1 or more birds or other wildlife;

Bird or other wildlife remains, whether in whole or in part, are found within 200 feet of a runway
centerline, unless another reason for the animal's death is identified; or

e The animal's presence on the airport had a significant negative effect on a flight (i.e., aborted
takeoff, aborted landing, high-speed emergency stop, aircraft left pavement area to avoid collision
with animal).

During previous environmental studies conducted at the Airport between 2013 and 2015, four strikes noted
to have taken place at Saratoga County Airport. The strikes involved dunlin (Calidris alpina), Cooper’s
hawk (Accipiter cooperii), wild turkey (Meleagris gallopavo), and white-tailed deer (Odocoileus
virginianus). Three of these wildlife strikes were documented post impact, and the aircrafts involved, phase
of flight, and other pertinent details were not completely documented. According to the FAA Wildlife
Strike Database, there have been three wildlife strikes reported to the FAA between 1990 and 2018.

The FAA currently mandates strike reporting for Air Traffic Control (ATC) personnel, however reporting
by all others is voluntary. A special report to the FAA indicated that only approximately 42% of wildlife
strikes were actually reported to the FAA between 2004 and 2008, while only approximately 47% were
reported to the FAA between 2004 and 2008 (Dolbeer, 2015). Anecdotal information based on
consultations with North American Flights Services (NAFS) personnel indicates that there have been many
more strikes at Saratoga County Airport than have not been reported to the FAA. In addition, there were
two aborted landings on Runway 23 due to deer and turkey.
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
